In the New Year we will be carrying out the final 
surface course and white lining of the new road 
Unicorn Way which will link Doxey Road to Martin 
Drive ready to open week commencing 18th

January. Once the new carriageway is surfaced the 
Doxey Road railway bridge will close to allow the 
building of the embankment, extensive statutory 
authority service works and realignment of the 
carriageway. Due to the narrow widths of the 
bridge a full closure is required to ensure the safety
